How to find us

Follow brown signs to Thornham Walks.

Turn off the A140 at the Stoke Ash White Horse
pub. When you reach the Four Horseshoes pub,
turn right and drive through the village of
Thornham Magna. Turn left just after the village
hall and just before the parish church. You will find
the entrance to the Thornham Estate on the right.

From the car park follow the signed pathway
(towards the toilets) and continue through the
covered way. Turn right and right again into the
courtyard entrance of Beyond the Image Gallery.
